You will pick a scene from either part one and part two and write a script paraphrasing the scene set in modern times. This script should be clever and creative, but it should also be close to the original text. Please make sure that this script is typed. At the end of the script, please write at least a one paragraph explanation of your adaptation. 

Along with the script, you should turn in a visual aid. This visual aid can be a drawing, a storyboard, or a video tape. This group can be done individually or in groups of 2; however, if this project is done in a group, I will expect you to pick one of the longer scenes and the quality to be much higher. Also, the group may have the same script and visual aid, but should turn in their own explanations of the script.

-Be Creative! But also, you need to make sure that you can explain your creativity and that it can make sense. Your explanation should be AT LEAST a paragraph, but you should focus on explaining why you set it when/where you did, and why you used the dialects you did, etc. 

-The script should be typed in 12 pt Times New Roman Font. I would prefer double spaced, but it does not have to be. Just like a regular script, don’t forget to set the scene before the script starts! Also, please make sure to start new lines for different characters and preface the lines with the characters’ names (be creative with name choices as well, but make sure you explain them). EXAMPLE:

-The title page needs to have the new title of your scene following “The Odyssey:”, your name (and group members names), date, and period. 

-The visual aid should be able to capture the scene. Make sure that you are not just taking the easy way out by picking one drawing. If you do, that one picture needs to encompass a lot!
